
Wool Harvesting in Australia is a seasonal, with the peak times for shearing across the
country being Spring (August to November) and Autumn (February to May). Skilled

overseas shearers and shed hand workers help with these peak periods and now support
and skills training will be provided to UK citizens wanting to come to Australia and work in

wool harvesting – as a shearer, wool handler or shed hand.
